 Persuasive appeals to 

ethos/pathos/logos 
 Completion  
 Reinforcement 
 Inclusion of 

counterarguments 

Rhetorical features such as 
achieving a purpose, 
demonstrating audience 
awareness, and using appeals 
to ethos, pathos, or logos can 
be realized through the use of 
technical features, which 
include but are not limited to 
 Principles of design such 

as contrast, repetition, 
alignment, and proximity 

 Fonts and typography 
 Color 
 Length 
 Animations and 

movement 
 Citation and attribution
